Family 

 

Judy and I think a lot about family these days.  Her father at 92 is recov-
ering from three stokes last May and is in a rehab facility in West Ten-
nessee.  My aunt, the last remaining member of  my family of  her gen-
eration, is in a nursing home living with Alzheimerõs.  We feel the transi-
tional nature of  the time and value our family more than ever.   

 

Several persons spoke of  the church as family at our recent meeting on 
the future of the diocese.  òThis is my extended family,ó one said.  òWe 
have grown closer as a parish family since 2008.ó  The church is a differ-
ent kind of  family. 

 

For most Episcopalians the church is a family we have chosen.  As a 
friend of mine has written:  òThe church is formed of relationships we 
choose to have and in which we grow and come to cherish.  The church 
is a place where we see the similarities we have with each other and rec-
ognize that what brings us together is a greater familial relationship---it 
is a relationship with God as head and we are the people whom God has 
created and brought together at this time and this place.ó
