The Annual Synod will meet at St. Paul's beginning at 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, Octo-
ber 1.  The Most Reverend Katharine Jefferts Schori, 26th Presiding Bishop and 
Primate of  the Episcopal Church will be present at the Synod.  She will be the cele-
brant and preacher at the Synod Eucharist and will join deputies and visitors for 
lunch after the service.  The Presiding Bishop will be invited to address the Synod.

In our church, the Presiding Bishop must visit each of  the 109 dioceses at least once during the 9 
year term.  Most recently she has been in Venezuela, Ecuador, Haiti, and several domestic dio-
ceses.
